smoke floating down from Zambia
limited visibility as we drove down the
two track road separating Zambia and
our hunting area in the Kwando

Conservancy of Namibia. The big tom
leopard had not returned, and our hopes
as well as our rearends were well-worn
by the antics of this astute feline.
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The sun,which was a red orb well over
the horizon by now, looked down on us
as we stopped to relieve ourselves and
for Karl to have a cigarette well away
from our blind. By now a lifelong friend
on his seventh safarwith Jofie, Karl, who
with his pitch black hair was 75 years old
and full of wisdom, stood and gazed
AOT O1 A HRdE 4 ®autifubplacd 6
said in his slow, steadyvoice that was
once again mesmerized by yet another
beautiful part of Africa. Below us were
the swollen waters of the Kwando, at a 24
year high, and they slipped past us
soundlessly as with an extinguished
cigarette we were on our way once again.

Keeping a careful eye on the two tracks
ahead, we started patrolling for he
primary specie on this trip. It had been a
long hard hunt already. Having taken a
huge hippo bull and a widebossed
buffalo in the weeks before, our hopes for
the ultimate in African hunting was
becoming more of a dream than a reality.
There was water everywhere. At this
time of year in years goneby it was not
unusual to see three hundredelephant
before breakfast, but this year was to be
different. We saw tracks daily, but not tie
usual heavy traffic and the selection that
was normal, and | think everyone in the
hunting party had resigned themselves
that either a miracle had to happen, or
this safari would end well z but without
the primary trophy taken.

One and a half hours latewe arrived on
the park boundary, after travelling from
North to South through the hunting
concession. The vigil continueadiown the
two track roads that make up this part of
the country, always looking for those
round indentations that accelerated our
pulses. All fell silent as the vehicle came
to a halt. The track had exited the park
and had walked down the road. On closer
inspedion, the bull had a good track not
huge, but worth following. Everyone

gathered their gearand we set of at a
brisk pace b see about this bull. The
temperature started to climb,with the air
thick with humidity and smoke. The
track left the road fortunately in a
Northerly direction and continued into
the hunting area. His hind foot made a
track twenty-three inches in dianeter,
and was easy to follow in the soft white
sand.

Karl was breathing heavily fom the
effort of walking in thick sand when a
pointed finger brought the hunting team
to a halt. Feeding in front of us was the
owner of the cracked indentations that
we followed. On brief assessmst his big

wide sunken temples, thick trunk
between the tusks andover all body
condition all pointed towards this being
an old bull. Before judging the white gold
that grew from his lip, my priority as

taught by my mentors was to always
make sure only to hunt the oldest of
tuskers. Humphrey, our tracker, slapped
his thigh and grabbed it with both hands,
confirming my initial judgement. Thick,

very thick z his right short stubby tusk

stood out about two feet. The blunt worn

With a
rhythmic rocking, this 100-foot tree of
undetermined age came crashing down,
the noise deafening, and the impact felt
through the soles of our shoes.

The immense Kalahari Desert spans

South Africa, Botswana and Namibia.
Although it is referred to as a desert, the
landscape is sugorisingly well -vegetated

Lush,
artesian springs around these villages of
Gochas and Aranos attracta rich and

My clients are
told it is not to test their
shooting skills but to make
sure the weapon is on
target and were not
damaged in transit. | do
not tell them that it is also
for my tracker and me to
be forewarned of how
many miles we will be
following wounded
animals after observing the marksmanship of some. The boyhat
at the target like a dream.
